Head east towards Saddleback Mountain and 
continue past Muirlands, past Jeronimo, past Trabuco, and past Santa Margarita Parkway.  Turn right onto 
Margurite Parkway and then turn left onto Los Alisos Blvd.  Stay on Los Alisos Blvd. until you go past the 
241 Toll Road.  After you go past you’ll see the lake on the left side.  You’ll see a small cut in the curb 
(like a drive way) and a paved road approximately one quarter mile from the 241 on the left.  Take the left 
hand fork and follow it down and around to the parking lot.
